Participants are recruited from six hospitals. The intervention is carried out at five senior centres. All participants receive physical activity at the senior centre once a week. In addition the intervention group participates in the Lifestyle programme, once a week for nine months. The group intervention will be finalized in November 2010 and the analysis will be presented in 2011.
