Introduction: The Occupational Therapy Assessment (OTA) measures occupational performance in (1) self-care, (2) independent living, (3) work-related basic activities, and the impact of (4) sensori-motor, (5) cognitive and (6) psychosocial functions on occupational performance. Seven studies with n = 1,452 participants were conducted from 1998 to 2006. Currently, about 500 therapists use the OTA in Germany, Austria and Switzerland. 

Objective: to present study results and to discuss the potential of the OTA on European level and the implications for practice and research.

Methods: Study I was a multi-centre feasibility study; study II a tri-national validation study; study III a feasibility and validation study on the domain “work-related basic activities”; study IV a feasibility study on the OTA-related and self-administered “Questionnaire of Daily Occupation”. Studies I to III were cohort studies with two measure time points pre and post routine treatment. Validation studies compared OTA data with standardised instruments or expert ratings and analysed data on reliability and responsiveness. Feasibility was investigated by semi-structured questionnaires completed by the therapists (study I) or the participants (study IV). Sub-group analyses were performed on different age groups (study V) and service stages (Study VI) by conventional test statistics and on disability by Rasch-analysis (study VII).

Results: Users rated the feasibility and acceptance of the instruments as good. Psychometric properties were moderate to excellent.

Conclusion: The studies suggest robust evidence for the clinical and psychometric quality of the OTA in German-speaking countries. Translation and transfer to other European countries seems to be appropriate.
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
