Dear Patient,
Your treating physician has informed you that you are suspected to suffer from a disease called either myelodysplastic syndrome (MDS), juvenile myelomonocytic leukemia (JMML), or Noonan Syndrome with a JMML-like disorder. These are rare diseases of childhood involving blood and bone marrow. In order to gain more information on these diseases, leading hopefully to better management and therapies, a clinical study is performed in European countries by the European Working Group on Childhood MDS (EWOG-MDS). Prof. C. Niemeyer in Freiburg, Germany, is responsible for the coordination of this international cooperation. You are invited to give consent to participate in this study, called EWOG-MDS 2006 study. 
This information leaflet summarizes the main points of the discussion with your treating physician concerning this study. When you have understood the principles of the study and when you agree to participate in the study, you will be asked to declare your consent in writing, by signing the “informed consent form”. As you are able to judge, your decision on giving assent to the study is considered together with the opinion of your parents if you are not full age. Please note that participation in the study is voluntary. Should you decide now or later against participation in the study, this will not lead to any disadvantages. Especially, you will be treated carefully independent from this decision. Please take your time to carefully evaluate the decision and do not hesitate to ask additional questions as necessary.
In case the diagnosis of MDS or JMML is not confirmed, no data concerning you and no material will be saved for the study. 

What does this study investigate?
This study is a type of research study called clinical trial. This study does not concern the treatment of your disease. It concerns two items independent of treatment: 
1.
Diagnosis: For determining the best therapy for you, blood and bone marrow samples (in case of JMML or Noonan Syndrome a buccal swab or a small skin sample in addition) must be taken for different analyses independently from the study. For the study, small volumes of extra blood and extra bone marrow (5 ml each) will be taken at the same time. In summary, this means that no additional punctures or biopsies are performed for the study. The extra study samples of blood and bone marrow (and material from the buccal swab or skin biopsy in case of JMML) are stored in your local medical center or in one of the reference laboratories of this study. You can decide whether this material may be stored for future non-commercial research on your disease. In addition, you can retrieve information at any time about these future research results. Test results that are relevant for you are transmitted in any case.

Course of disease: Information on the course of the disease and on your health status will be transmitted to the coordinating study center in Freiburg, Germany. 
Why is this study being done?

The purposes of this study are to answer the following questions in order to know more on these diseases and to develop better ways of therapy.

The questions are:
· How frequent are myelodysplastic syndromes (MDS) and its subtypes, and JMML, in children and adolescents?

· How frequent are abnormalities of chromosomes in the bone marrow cells?

· How many of the children are cured from MDS and JMML? 

· How many of the children are cured from MDS and JMML when treated with hematological stem cell transplantation (often called bone marrow transplantation)?

· How is the clinical course in patients with Noonan Syndrome?

How many people will take part in this study?
Approximately 260 people will take part in this study across Europe.
Please add number of patients and participating centers in your country.

How will the different centers involved in this European study work together?

This study is being conducted in 12 European countries. The physician treating you locally is responsible for your care. To improve the diagnostic process he will send samples from blood and bone marrow (in JMML and Noonan Syndrome also cells from a buccal swab or skin biopsy) to the regional reference laboratories for cytomorphology, pathology and cytogenetics and clinical information to the regional study coordinator. This process will require that samples are labelled with your name. The regional coordinator will transmit the data on your diagnosis and your clinical course to the coordinating study center in Freiburg, Germany. There the data is collected, saved and analysed in a protected database. The guidelines concerning medical discretion and data protection are guaranteed. Names and addresses of the responsible persons in the regional coordinating and reference centers as well as the study coordinating center in Freiburg, Germany, are listed at the end of this information.
How long will your child be in the study?

Information on the course of your health status will be collected yearly until the end of 2010. It is actually planned to continue to collect data on your clinical course after 2010 in a following study about long term outcome. You can stop your participation in the study at any time.

If you have decided that the extra samples may be stored for future research, these samples will be stored anonymously for 15 years. If you change your mind and do not want any more that the samples are stored, the remaining samples will be destroyed. It is important to know that any research that has already been done on the samples cannot be undone.
What are the risks of this study?

Since blood and bone marrow (and skin or buccal swab in case of JMML) samples need to be taken anyway for routine analyses in order to determine the best treatment for you, there are no additional risks because of your participation in the study.
Are there benefits to taking part in the study?

There will be a direct benefit for you when participating in this study by a standardized diagnostic approach, reference diagnostics, and a standardized recommendation for therapy. The results of this study may benefit other patients with your disease in the future.

There is no financial remuneration for participation in this study.

What are the costs?

There will be no costs for the additional research analyses done for this study. You/ your parents or your health insurance company will be billed for the routine analyses, as would be the case when you would not participate in the study.

What are my child’s rights as a participant?

Taking part in the study is voluntary. You may choose not to take part in the study, or may stop your participation in the study at any time. Leaving the study will not result in any disadvantage. We will tell you about any new information that might affect your health, welfare or willingness to stay in this study.
What about confidentiality?

Confidentiality is maintained throughout the whole study. For research purposes in laboratories outside the regional reference laboratories, samples will be identified by a number not by name. Identifying information will be on file at the regional coordinating center and at the coordinating study center in Freiburg, Germany. These data are only accessible for specialists for scientific research. The results of this study will be published, but your name will not be used in any publication
All persons involved in the study are under professional discretion have to follow the data protection law. Your decision concerning the transmission of data will have no impact on your treatment. On demand we can show you which data is collected.
We ask for your consent to process, e.g. storage, transmission, modification, deletion, your personal data (name, date of birth, residence, diagnosis, therapy and other medical data). The processing of data serves the purpose of medical documentation in the framework of cooperation between different hospitals to guarantee a better diagnostic approach and a monitoring of therapy in the single hospitals. This documentation is therefore an important support of modern treatment. At the end of this leaflet you will find the centers to which data is transmitted.
In case of secondary MDS, e.g. MDS after a malignant disease, data of the first treatment are collected. The study center of the first therapy (mostly a therapy optimizing study) is contacted and data are retrieved. We ask for your consent concerning this query. You will find details of the concerning therapy optimizing studies at the end of this leaflet.  
What about ethical questions?

This study has been presented and has been approved by the concerning Institutional Review Board. The ethical guidelines of the Declaration of Helsinki and of the Good Clinical Practice are followed.
What other options are there?

You may choose not to participate in this study. You can still be treated for your disease at this center, even if you do not take part in this study.

Whom do I call if I have questions or problems?

For questions about the study or a research-related injury, contact the treating physician of your child or the regional study center.
