Text body of abstract: Arial, 10, single spaced (word count 300 maximum)

Do not:

do not use “symbol font”, please spell out greek letters and avoid using other symbols

do not include tables, figures, or references

do not use paragraphs, indentions or tab stops in the text body of the abstract.
