CURRICULUM IN INTERVENTIONAL NEURORADIOLOGY FOR FELLOWS

(Guest physicians of the Clinic of Neuroradiology, 
University Hospital, Freiburg/Germany)

General regulations:

1. To be allowed practicing intervention in patients (under supervision) we have to apply for licence by the authorities. Documents required are summarized on the annex 1.

2. Curriculum vitae of the fellow has to document the basic medical education and the content as well as the period of special training in neurosiences, neuroradiology or radiology. This has to include documentation about knowlegde in diagnostic angiography and interventional radiology and/or neuroradiology.

3. Before doing intervention 20 diagnostic supraaortic angiographies have to be performed under supervision to confirm the basic knowlegde in diagnostic angiography.

4. Dependend on actual studies the fellow participates in experimental animal research in interventional procedures.


5. Good knowledge in english language, at least basic knowledge in german language.

Curriculum in dependence on previous knowledge:

A. Neuroradiologists after full three years education in neuroradiology including diagnostic angiography:
1. Preconditions as described in 1 to 4
2. Education as described in I and II


B. Fellows without education in Neuroradiology (e.g. full five-years education in general radiology or three or more years education in Neurology or Neurosurgery): 

1. Preconditions as described in 1 to 4 

2. One-year training in diagnostic neuroradiology

3. Training as described in I and II

Curriculum in dependence on the length of the stay in Freiburg

I. A one-year fellowship in interventional neuroradiology includes: 

a) Embolization of cranio facial tumors

b) Embolization of head and neck and spinal extradural tumors

c) Intraarterial local thrombolysis in the vertebro-basilar and carotid system

Documents needed by a guest physician from non-EU- countries 
to apply for a work permit in Germany

1. Application for work permit (§ 10 of the BÄO) 
(ordered at: Regierungspräsidium Stuttgart, - Referat 26 -, Postfach 80 07 09, 70507 Stuttgart)


After filling in and signing the work permit it has to be sent back to Stuttgart including the following documents:


2. Curriculum vitae + photograph

3. Certification about medical education + German translation

4. Certification of education in a specialty (if finished) + German translation

5. Certification about a medical work after the study as well as about the current occupation + German translation

6. Passport

7. Marriage certificate + German translation

8. Certification about the grant/scholarship, sponsoring or other financing of the stay + German translation

9. Official statement about the return to the home country after the stay in Germany

10. Certification about the knowledge of the German language and/or English language

11. Confirmation of the supreme authority of health that the stay in Germany is in the interest of the home country

12. Official certification of innocuousness that the guest doctor is legitimated to work as a physician and that he is not involved in any legal procedures

13. Certification of good standing


All documents must be of origin, all documents translated in German have to be witnessed officially by a notary.
